.... “the question remains, how and at what level should this ethical traning be 
provided?  At the undergraduate level, most archaeology in the U.S. is taught in liberal-
arts programs.  The primary goal of such programs is to teach students how to think 
and to write effectively; imparting skills geared to a specific profession is of secondary 
concern.  Thus, while archaeological ethics is certainly a suitable subject for 
undergraduate course work (e.g., it forms an excellent case study of how one weighs 
ethical priniciples in solving real-world problems), one could argue that it need not be a 
major focus of undergraduate archaeology programs.  As a practical matter, every 
undergraduate who takes an archaeology course should probably hear the message 
against looting, and enough background to understand why that message is important.  
But consideration of other ethical issues that affect professional practice in archaeology 
can hardly be considered essential, particularly given that a Bachelor’s degree is 
generally not considered a professional credential in our field.”
